4.11. Refusal To Follow Exculpatory Leads As Evidence Of Bias

When an investigator refuses to follow leads provided by an accused, or by his lawyer, which, if substantiated, would tend to exonerate the accused of the commission of the offense, that witness may be biased against the accused. A jury is entitled, if it wishes, to take into consideration such bias in weighing the strength of the prosecution's case.
