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The expert evidence about the [abuse] [battering] of the accused by the [deceased] [injured person] does not in itself establish self defense. That evidence is to be considered by you in deciding whether or not the accused was at fault and whether the accused had reasonable grounds to believe and an honest belief that the accused was in [imminent] [immediate] danger of death or great bodily harm, and that the only means of escape from such danger was by the use of deadly force. In that event, the accused had no duty to [retreat] [escape] [withdraw], even though the accused was mistaken as to the existence of that danger.
