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If the Accused actually believed and had reasonable grounds to believe that either she or her unborn child was in imminent danger of death or serious bodily harm and that deadly force was

necessary to repel such danger, she was not required to retreat or to consider whether she could retreat safely.  No one is required to leave her home to avoid an attack, even if the attacker is another member of the same household. A person is entitled to stand her ground and use such force as was reasonably necessary under the circumstances to protect herself from serious bodily harm.
