11.13.  Consequences of Guilty but Mentally Ill Verdict


Whenever an accused is found guilty but mentally ill at the time of the crime, the court shall sentence the accused in the same manner as an accused found guilty of the offense.


At the Department of Correction, the accused, found guilty but mentally ill, shall be further evaluated and treated as is psychiatrically indicated for his mental illness.
