11.3.  Plea and Burden of Proof - Alternative 1


A plea of not guilty has been entered. The burden rests upon the State of Indiana to prove to each of you, beyond a reasonable doubt, each and every essential element of the charge contained in the [information] [indictment]. A person may be convicted of an offense only if his guilt is proved beyond a reasonable doubt.

The Accused has raised the defense of insanity. On the issue of insanity, the burden rests upon the Accused to prove to each of you, by a preponderance of the evidence that he was not responsible by reason of insanity at the time of the offense charged.

The fact that a charge has been filed, the accused arrested and brought to trial is not evidence of guilt.
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
