1.15.  Juror Notebooks


You have been given a juror notebook containing certain [SET FORTH WHAT ALL IS IN NOTEBOOK] Do not let your notebook distract you from the evidence that is presented during the trial; it is intended only as an aid to help you perform your duties.  You must weigh all the evidence and consider all instructions.  You must not give undue credence to any single part of the evidence or instructions.

Note: The use of juror notebooks went into effect on January 1, 2003.  Even then, their use is not mandatory, and obviously this instruction should only be given when they are used.
