1.8.  Discussion of Case


You are permitted to discuss the evidence amongst yourselves in the jury room during recesses from the trial when all of the other jurors are present, as long as you reserve judgment about the outcome of the case, and do not form or express any opinion, until final deliberations commence.  However, during meals, when we separate for the day, and at all other times during the trial, you are not to discuss any subject connected with the trial with anyone.
