15.16.  Alternate Jurors - Where Allowed in Jury Room


You instructed the alternate jurors who have been present during the entire course of this trial will be allowed back into the jury room with the regular twelve jurors under strict instruction that the alternate jurors are not to participate in any way in the deliberations of the regular jury in this case. In the event that the alternate jurors are needed to replace regular members of the jury, the alternates will be called back into the courtroom and specifically advised that the alternates may then participate in the deliberations.


Until such time, the alternates may not in any way take part in the deliberations of the jury in this case.
