One of the accused has chosen not to be present in court for this trial. You are not to consider his absence in any way in determining whether he is guilty or not guilty of the charges.






Alternative:

Do not consider or speculate about the accused’s absence from the courtroom in deciding if the prosecution has proved the accused guilty beyond a reasonable doubt.
