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3.33.  Confession - Not Conclusive of Guilt


Confessions, even those found to be voluntary, are not conclusive of guilt. And, as with any other part of the State's case, a confession may be shown to be insufficiently corroborated or otherwise unworthy of belief.

Note: In Shanabarger, Sullivan, J. in concurrence endorsed the above instruction proposed by the defense instead of the instruction given by the trial court substituting “may be” for “are not”, stating “the instruction [as given] leaned a bit more to the permissible conclusion that the confessions were conclusive of guilt rather than to the contrary conclusion as contained in the tendered instruction.”
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
