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COMES NOW, The Defendant, [name], by Counsel, and respectfully requests this Court order the State of Indiana to provide InspectRX reports for the alleged victim herein, XXXXXX YYYYYYYY, and in support thereof states as follows:
1.	The alleged victim in this cause was the Defendant’s wife.
2.	Defendant and the alleged victim separated shortly before the incident alleged in the Information herein.
3.	The Defendant and the alleged victim have since divorced.
4.	The Defendant and the alleged victim have a small child in common.
5.	The alleged victim is an addict.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  This is clearly evidenced and supported by her two subsequent pending criminal cases in 39D01-1912-F6-1410 (11-4-19 incident) and 39C01-1911-F5-1342 (11-21-19 incident)] 

6.	Addiction is a long term chronic illness, i.e. there is no cure.
7.	The alleged victim had begun abusing controlled substances, again, prior to the allegations contained in the Information and the Petition to Revoke Probation, resulting in the separation referred to in paragraph two (2).

8.	The Defendant is requesting the State of Indiana obtain and provide to the defense, the alleged victim’s Inspect RX pharmacy records.
9.	Said records are relevant to truthfulness (motive to lie), bias and prejudice, as well as impeachment.
10.	Defendant’s requesting specific discovery, are required to show that the request is specific and material.  Williams v. State, 819 N.E.2d 381 (Ind. Ct. App. 2004); Williams v. State, 959 N.e.2d 360 (Ind. Ct. App. 2012); Lundy v. State, 26 N.E.3d 656 (Ind. Ct. App. 2015).
11.	Defendant is specifically requesting Inspect Rx records regarding the alleged victim herein, for the period of 2014 to 2019.  They are material to the alleged victims motive to lie in order to gain an advantage in the upcoming custody fight over their small child, and for spite.
12.	Further, they are relevant and material to impeach the alleged victims perception of the events, ability to record said events in her memory, and her ability to recall said events.
13.	Further, the defense contends that such evidence is Brady material, as it tends to negate the guilt of the Defendant and impeach the alleged victim, for the reasons set forth above.
14.	Counsel for Defendant has requested said materials from the State of Indiana, and has been refused.
WHEREFORE, the Defendant, by Counsel, respectfully requests this Court grant this motion for and ORDER the State of Indiana to obtain said records via its agents, i.e. law enforcement officers, provide the same to the defense, and for all other relief just and proper in the premises.
